One Year Prayer Cycle 

 

Use Week 1 starting on the first Sunday of the year through the first Saturday, 

then go to Week 2, and so on through the 52 Sundays of the year. 

Week 1—In our diocesan cycle of prayer, we pray for our Bishop, Scott Benhase and our retired 

bishops, Henry Louttit and Harry Shipps. We pray for our ecumenical partners, especially, the 

Roman Catholic Diocese of Savannah and their Bishop, Gregory Hartmayer; and for the Evangelical 

Lutheran Church’s Southeast Synod and their Bishop, Julian Gordy. In our companion diocese of 

the Dominican Republic, we pray for their Bishops, Julio Holguin, Moisés Quezada, and William 

Skilton, and retired bishop, Telésforo Isaac.  

Week 2—In our diocesan cycle of prayer, we pray for our congregations in Albany—St. John & St. 

Mark’s , St. Patrick’s, and St. Paul’s. We also pray for our ecumenical partners in Albany, the 

Lutheran Church of Our Savior and St. Teresa Catholic Church. In our companion diocese of the 

Dominican Republic, we pray for St. James the Apostle (Santiago Apóstol) in Angelin.  

Week 3—In our diocesan cycle of prayer, we pray for our congregation in Americus, Calvary, and
